Parkway, and became known as Christy Sadler. lt was the beginning of a
chapter in Christy's life which was to stretch from 1923 to the end of her
<Jays.

Christy soon became part of the group which acted as the liaison be-
tween the Revelatory Commission which sponsored the URANTIA
Papers and the group known as the Forum which began to meet in the
192O's.

The focal point of Christy's life became the URANTIA Papers and
activi t ies surrounding their inception. 5he undertook a major share of
administrative chores, and for the URANTIA Papers specifically, she did a
monumental job in helping to prepare them for publication. These
arduous tasks spanned many years. The entire URANTIA movement
owes her a Breat debt for her conscientious service throughout these
years. Not only did she carry on her responsibilities through all the years
of Forum meetings, she remained egually as active through a like period
of the beginning of public dissemination of The URANTIA Book.

Seruice Record in URANTIA Organizations

Christy was one of the founding Trustees of URANTIA Foundation
which began in 1950 and assumed the posit ion of Secretary of the Foun-
dation. She remained a Trustee unti l  1971 when she ret ired to the
posit ion of Trustee Emeritus, while continuing in the posit ion of Secre-
tary unti l  her death.

Christy was also a founding member of the Ceneral Counci l  of
URANTIA Brotherhood in '1955 and remained a member unti l  her death.
In addit ion, she held posit ions on the Executive Committee of URANTIA

EMMA L. CHRISTENSEN, 1B9O-1982 THE TORCH IS PASSED
On May 2, 1982, after two months of i l lness, Emma L. Christensen,

known to most people as Christy, departed this life at 92years of age to
continue her career on the mansion worlds of Satania. Hers was a highly
distinguished career and this Spring issue of URANI/A Brotherhood
Bulletin is devoted to honoring her memory. Excerpts from her memorial
service are included. Christy's passing seems to mark the end of an era in
the history of the URANTIA movement. Her memorial service has mean-
ing for all students <>l The URANTIA Book.

Biography

Emma Louise Christensen was born January 29, 1890, in Cem Town-
ship, Brown County, South Dakota, the sixth of eight chi ldren born to
Nels Christensen and Rosalia Thora Nana Bald. She attended a country
elementary school through the eighth grade. She went to high school in
Aberdeen, South Dakota. Her col lege experience included attending
Carleton College in Northfield, Minnesota, and two years extension
school at the University of Minnesota at St. Paul, majoring in English. 5he
held two miscel laneous secretarial jobs while attending the University,
and immediately following. Christy spent two years as Office Manager
for the Bureau of the Comptrol ler of the Currency in i ts Minneapolis
off ice. Subsequently she transferred to the Chicago off ice and held the
position of Office Manager of the National Bank Examiners office of the
Seventh Federal Reserve Distr ict for a period of 28 years and unti l  her
ret irement around 1950.

Christy came to Chicago in November, 1922. Through an automobile
accident in a taxicab and consequent hospital care, she became ac-
quainted with Drs. Wil l iam and Lena Sadler. This occurred in July, 1923.
In December, 1923, she ioined the Sadler household at 533 Diversey

Brotherhood continuously from '1955-1982. She served as Chairman of
the Miscel laneous Activi t ies Committce from 1955-1963; .rs President
fr<rm 1963-1967; as Vice President lrom 1967-Apri l ,  1973; as President
ag,ain from April, 1973-August, 1973; .rnd as Vice President again from
August, 1973-May, 1982. She also servcd on the Education Committec
lrom 1969-1976.

At the society level,  Christy was also activc frcm thc start.  Shc w.rs a
charter mcmber of First URANTIA S<>t. iety in 1956.rnd rcm.rint '<l .r
member unti l  her death. She scrvecl in a variety of cap.rcit ies over the
years rncluding President, Vice Prcsiclcnt, Chairman of the Progr.rm Com-
mittee, as well  .rs a member <>f the Membership and Program Commit-
tees. Christy is one of only two pcoplc thus far to rcceive tht '  Brothcr-
hood's highest award, thc VAN Award, which she received in 1973. (Thc
other went to Dr. Sadler.) Christy's se.rvice record in thc URANTIA
movement is clearly unequaled.

Christy enjoyecl robust hcalth anci a l i fe of vi tal i ty despitc her age' r ight
up unti l  her last clays. ln March, she went into St. Joseph's Hospit.r l ,
located just a few blocks from 533 Divcrsey Parkway, where i t  was s(x)n
discovered that she had pncumonia. When it  appe'arcd impossible to
gain complete recovery, Christy compost'cl  hcrst ' l f  to clepart,  antl  whcn
thc end camc, she passed quiet ly in the night.

-She has spent more than 55 years of service in the URANTIA
movement.
-She has served in numerous posit ions from Brotherhood president and
Foundation Trustee to being the gracious hostess of 533 Diversey
Parkway.
-Since Dr. Sadler 's death she has served as the unoff icial t i tular head,
presiding mother, and balance wheel of the URANTIA movement.
-Some of you may not know that in her younger years she was off ice
manaSer of the National Bank Examiners Off ice of the Seventh Federal
Reserve Distr ict here in Chicago.
-She was a true and loving fr iend of al l  of us.

I have tr ied to enumerate Christy's strong personali ty qual i t ies.
-She was a warmi loving, support ive person.
-She was a oeacemaker and unif ier.
-She had sound, balanced ludgment and wisdom.
-She was a loyal and dedicated worker.
-5he had a joyful,  radiant personali ty.

We could say many wonderful things about Christy's l i fe and service.
We might recal l  numerous touching conversations we have had with her
over the years and share moments of cr isis which we faced together. But
probably the most important thing we can do today is not make obser-
vations about Christy but l isten to her speak to us. In a talk given on
January 27, 1963, she relayed this message:

"Of al l  the emergency corps of mortal selectmen on Urantia, none is
charged with a more solemn obl igation than your group."

"You who hear this message are the men and women who have been
called to take the f irst steps in offering the new l ight to a frustrated
church and a distracted world. You are the salt  of the URANTIA revela-
t ion, the f irst l ight to i l luminate the path of del iverance from the chaos,
confusion, and darkness of the present planetary di lemma."

"l  commend your loyalty, but I  am somewhat amazed at your relat ive
indif ference to the importance of the mission which has been entrusted
to your hands. I  admonish you ever to be alert to the importance of the
extraordinary trust which has been placed upon you."

"You who have dedicated your l ives to the service of the URANTIA
revelat ion and the ensuing URANTIA Brotherhood of men, l i t t le real ize
the import of your doing. You wil l  l ive and dre without ful ly real izing that
you are part icipants in the birth of a new age of rel igion on Urantia."

"You are a pioneer groul);  you are tr.r i lblazers."

"May you al l  become val i .rnt soldiers of the circles-wholeheartedly
enl isted in the sol id ranks of those mortals who shal l  go forth in this com-
ing batt le for truth against error uncler the unfaltering leadership of the
mighty seraphim of progress."

And from an address given on luly 3O, 1971, Christy reminds us:

"Jesus said, 'The harvest is indeed plenteous, but the laborers are
few.'- We are the torchbearers for a new age of rel igion on this world.
We each have our part to play in the effort to spir i tual ly upl i f t  the planet.
The task is of such gigantic proport ions that none of us can ful ly appre-
ciate the immensity of i ts import."

" l t  is our task to help bring, about a spir i tual renaissance and assist in
the eventual tr iumph of the rel igion of Jesus. And Jesus said, 'Some day
the gospel which I declare to you wil l  rule this very world. '-  "

"The stage has been set and now we must act our part to step out
into the vanguard of progress. Many are wait ing in the wings for their cal l
to act ion. Ihe URANI/A Book says of the Christ ian church, ' l f  the
Christ ian church would only dare to espouse the Master 's proSram,
thousands of apparently indif ferent youths would rush forward to enl ist
in such a spir i tual undertaking, and they would not hesitate to go al l  the
way through with this great adventure. '-  " (p. 2085)

"We are in associat ion with a revelat ion of truth which is also a part of
the natural evolut ion of rel igion on Urantia. We, the soldiers of the
circles, wi l l  presently begin to function as a part of the spir i tual i l lumina-
t ion and rel igious readjustment of the coming, dispensation."

These chal lenging words are as relevant today as when Christy spoke
them. We are charged with a solemn responsibi l i ty of momentous
potential.  We are pioneers. We are the torchbearers for a new age of
rel igion on this world. Christy's transit ion to the mansion worlds marks
the end of an era in the URANTIA movement. Her departure is the cul-
minating event of an entire generation of preparation.

We stand now at the beginning of an extended period in which our
ma.jor cal l ing is outreach, witness and service. l t  is a t ime when lhe
URANI/A Book-the f i f th epochal revelatron-is seriously and systemati-
cal ly introduced to our world.

We have a great heri tage on which to inaugurate a new day of out-
reach which wil l  go to the ends of the earth. Our task is, as Christy said,
to help bring about a spir i tual renaissance and assist in the eventual
tr iumph of the rel igion of Jesus. The stage has been set by the founders
of the URANTIA movement and now we must act our Part to step out
into the vangard of progress. We who have been standing in the wrngs
of history hear the cal l  to act ion. May we become val iant soldiers of the
circles who begin to function dynamical ly as trai lblazers of the spir i tual
i l lumination and rel igious readjustment which wil l  br ing about ".  .  .  one
of the most amazing and enthral l ing epochs of social readlustrnent, moral
quickening, and spir i tual enl ightenment". this world has ever exper-
ienced (p. 2082).

From the mansion worlds, Christy and al l  of the founders of the
URANTIA movement wil l  be cheering us on with great interest and
devotion. Our heri tage is graced by stalwart ancl loving pcrsonali t ies and
rooted in spir i tual wisdom. Our future is founded upon the Sreatest reve-
lat ion of truth avai lable to mankind ancl assured by the sovereignty of
Cod in Christ.  With such backing our ministry and mission shal l  not fai l .
We face the new age before us with conficlence, joy, ancl creative vision.

For many years, Christy told me that she wanted Meredith Sprunger
and me to conduct her f inal memorial service. And on many occasions,
Christy and I discussed what she wanted me to do at this, the last formal
remembrance of her l i fe on Urantia. She said, among other things, that
she wanted me to remind evervone of what she bel ieved in and what
she stood for.

I  f i rst met this tal l ,  lean, lovely lady Christy many years ago, and
through the decades since then, her fr iendship and love for al l  of us have
been inspir ing.

Christy's personali ty was, and is, unforgettable. The f lash and sparkle
of her eyes, her wonderful smile, and I mean wonderful,  what a smile!
lsn't  i t  del ightful just to think about i t  and remember i t  for a moment?
The passage of t ime may have diminished the volume of her voice in
these last years, but not the spir i t  of her absolutely rol l icking laughter.
Christy was one woman who had truly taken to heart and practiced
faithful ly every day, the Master 's admonit ion, "Be of good cheer."

In addit ion to her wise leadership and spir i tual qual i t ies, Christy was
also a great deal of fun. At conferences and study groups she could sit
with a gathering of teenagers and f i t  r ight in; she was always young at
heart.

My personal very favorite memory of al l  my years of knowing Christy
is the simple memory of our fr iendship. And the most touching thing that
I remember from al l  my years of knowing and loving Christy was some-
thing that happened just this last ianuary, when we were invited back to
Chicago to celebrate her 92nd birthday. We al l  spent several days at 533
Diversey, but i t  is one very special moment which is forever emblazoned
In my memory.

Christy and I had been talking for several hours on the third f loor of
533, and I was leaving to go buy something at the grocery store . .  .  I  got
in the elevator, closed the big door of i t ,  then closed the metal gate and
was just reaching over to touch the button to take me down to the f irst
f loor, when suddenly I  heard a pounding on the big outer door of the
elevator. I  looked, and through that l i t t le square glass window in the ele-
vator door, I  saw Christy's face with her nose practical ly pressed against
the glass, and she was pounding away on the elevator door with one fist
and her cane that she held in the other hand.

My instant reaction was to think "My heavens, there must be some-
thing wrong,; maybe she's having, heart pains." I  quickly sl id the metal
gate aside and opened the door and sard "What is it, Christy, are you all
r ight?" She said, "Yes, but I  just wanted another hug, before you leave."
And she Save me one, and I g.rve her one, and that was one of the most
precious moments, and precious memories, of my entire l i fe, because my
greatest memory of Christy is the memory of twenty years of her warm
and loving fr iendship. And I can't  wait to see her once again and give,
and get, another good hug from Chrrsty.

l ,  as well  as most of us here today, have witnessed Christy deal ing
with, and going through, some of the most trying, vexing, draining and
demanding dif f icult ies and crises imag,inable. How she survived some of
these at her advanced age, and then went on to even more dist in-
guished accomplishments subsequently, is the most vivid test imony to
her spir i tual and phi losophic vital i ty. She has survived many great vicissi-
tudes and she has not only survived, she has prevai led. .  .  and by the
power of her l iv ing faith in the l iving Cod, she has, I  know, survived
death as well ,  the f inal passage from l i fe in this cloak of clay, this mortal
f lesh.

For i t  was Christy's bel ief,  just as i t  is mine and ours, that this universe
is more a university, and death but a joyous graduation with eternity
lying beyond, and that just as a bee goes from f lower to f lower gathering
nectar, so we are destined one day to voyage from star to star gathering
l ight .

On our last tr ip to Yosemite Park, we went through rain, snow, sleet
and hai l  dr iving up through the mountains to our cabin and when we f i-

nally arr ived, there began a series of earthquakes, which real ly shook the
place. But Christy said, " l 've been through everything else in this l i fe, l 'm
not going to g,et worried about earthquakes at this late date." And that
weekend we counted over 40 quakes; Christy sat through them al l  quite
unperturbed and absolutely unconcerned. For al l  of us, she was for years
a true center of calm amid many a stormy and tempestuous t ime.

No memorial to Christy could possibly be complete without mention
of two very special persons in her l i fe: Dr. Wil l iam S. Sadler and Mart in
Myers.

Dr. Sadler-by far the greatest man I ever met and the greatest man I
ever came to know-was the mighty leader of the URANTIA revelat ion
during i ts ini t ial  days and i ts formative years. Together with a superb
headquarters team including his wife, Dr. Lena, Marian Rowley, Edith
Cook, Anna Rawson, Alvin Kulieke, Bi l l  Sadler, Jr.,  Wil l iam Hales, the
other early Foundation Trustees and Brotherhood off icers and leaders,
Dr. Sadler and Christy provided both organization and spir i tual stabi l i ty
to the init iat ion of the f i f th epochal revelat ion upon our planet.

But as Dr. Sadler grew older and more inf irm, he and Christy used to
wish that they had another helper to be with them. Christy told me she
and the Doctor used to pray for some young man to be sent to them to
help shoulder the heavy load. 5he said that in their prayers, this hoped-
for individual became known as "that boy."

And then, on Saturday, )uly 20,1968, a young graduate of the Univer-
sity of Kansas law school visi ted headquarters and stayed with them
while he was looking for an apartment. Dr. Sadler and Christy quickly
real ized that this was "that boy" they had been needing for so long, and
they both regarded him as a l i teral answer to prayer .  .  .  and his name
was Martin Myers. He read lhe URANTIA Book to Dr. Sadler, lifted him
in ancl out t t f  bed when he was i l l ,  attended to his every need, and on
Apri l  26, 1969, he was there with him when he died. And he did the
same for Christy, and at 3:19 in the morning on May 2, 1982, he was
there when she passed on. And none of us can know how very much he
did for, and how very much he meant to, the Doctor and Christy.

Christy once told me that as a l i t t le gir l  in grade school near Mud
Creek in Brown County, South Dakota, she had a horse named Mary,
and one cold dark winter afternoon she left  the l i t t le one-room school-
house on horseback to r ide home when suddenly att l izzard broke, and
Christy said she couldn't  see in any direct ion; she was surrounded by
bl inding, st inging, swir l ing snowflakes, miles from home and had abso-
lutely no idea of which way she ought to go. She told me she leaned
over and said in the ear of her horse, "Mary, I  don't  know where I am.
You're going to have to take me home." And Christy said that that old
horse started plowing through that bl izzard, and an hour or so later,
Christy squinted through the storm and there before her was the outl ine
of her farmhouse home, with a coal oi l  lamp burning in the window.

Well,  I  was sit t ing at her bedside a few weeks ago after she had been
in a coma for several days, but once again had become alert,  although
she was weak and sometimes a l i t t le confused. But I  said to her, "Christy,
do you remember that day you told me about, when you were a l i t t le
g,irl, when you were lost in that snowstorm but your horse brought you

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safely back home?" I said, "l think that dying will be like that . . . you're
sometimes so tired and so weary and so weak. But there are some
angels here in the room who know the way home, and they're going to
take care of you and take you there just as surely and safely as old Mary
brought you home through that storm." And Christy smiled and smiled at
the thought of that. And she said, "That's true; Oh, that's wonderful, isn't
that wonderful?"

The death of Christy r."0r."r";; ,n.rn.u sig,nificant transition in the
history of the URANTIA movement.

We stand today at the end of an era. But we stand, as well, at the
threshold of the most thri l l ing and chal lenging future the mortal mind can
imagine.

For this day the torch has been passed. To us.

The destiny of the f i f th epochal revelat ion is in our hands-and Cod's.

Having known for years that she wanted me to speak at her memorial,
I paid particularly careful attention to Christy's final requests, her last
wishes before she died. There were three thoughts which she reiterated
to me time and time again, three great hopes and prayers which donrin-
ated her thinking during her last months and days on Urantia. They were
tnese:

1) First was her desire that the URANTIA revelation must not fail; it
must succeed in i ts supernal mission upon this planet. 5he said specif ical-
ly that we must start and foster thousands and thousands of study
groups; she said that the URANTIA Brotherhood and URANTIA Founda-
t ion must stand united in protecting, safeguarding, and fostering the
future of the revelation with especial attention to the maintenance of
copyright and registered marks; she said we must provide the best and
most meticulously accurate translations humanly possible, so that the
book wil l  be avai lable in other languages around the world; and f inal ly
that we must train teachers and leaders for the future. But above al l ,  her
f irst great desire was for the success of the URANTIA revelat ion.

2) Secondly, she repeatedly reiterated lhe URANT/A Book's mandate
for the worldwide promulgation of the true gospel of the kingdom-the
global teaching of the Fatherhood of Cod and the brotherhood of man
and the dawning of a great spir i tual renaissance of the love of Cod and
man upon this earth.

3) Her most heartfelt  and immediate concern was for the spir i tual uni-
f icat ion of the URANTIA movement.

Christy gave me clear and specific instructions to deliver this message
of spir i tual unity and spir i tual priori t ies, not only at her memorial here
today, but throughout the URANTIA movement in the future. And I
pledged to her:  th is lshal l  do' t i l  ld ie.  She directed that lshould commis-
sion us al l  to rededicate our l ives to Cod, and to renew and deepen our
inner practices of prayer and worship, to exalt above all the spiritual
priori t ies of this revelat ion, and to labor val iantly for the spir i tual unif ica-
t ion of the URANTIA movement.

l f  we are to be effect ive in our mission of bringing a spir i tual renais-
sance upon our planet, there must first come a mighty spiritual renais-
sance within and among our very own ranks of membership. Said Jesus
on page 1571, "lf you would lead others into the kingdom, you must
yourselves walk in the clear l ight of l iv ing truth."-

We must learn new heights and depths of forgiveness and love. We
must cease to harbor anger and dwell upon past insults or injuries, real or
imagined. We must apply and follow the Jesusonian principle which vir-
tual ly el iminates grudges and gossip by admonishing us that we must
take problems or grievances directly to the individual concerned, rather
than criticizing to others behind that person's back.

We must bury the i l l  feel ings of the past and must plant upon their
grave the blossoms of forgiveness and of love. The past is behind us. Let
us now move into the future reinvigorated by a new unity of spirit. For
declared the master: "By this will all men know that you are my disciples,
that you love one another "*

On August 4, 1967, Christy, President of the URANTIA Brotherhood,
spoke these words to the Triennial Delegate Assembly in Chicago: 'We
know we are amateurs and we all feel very inadequate for the task of
propagandizing the revelat ion of Cod and his universe which has been
given to us in Ihe URANTIA Book. No doubt the apostles of Jesus felt
inadequate to go forth into the world preaching the kingdom of Cod as
lesus had bidden them to do. But they went out and turned the whole
world upside down. Two thousand years later we are st i l l  quoting them.
Like the apostles, we have been called to a great work. We have been
called to offer a new l ight to a distracted world. We are the salt  of the
URANTIA revelat ion, the f irst l ight to i l luminate the path of del iverance
from the chaos, confusion, and darkness of the present planetary
di lemma."

In what many bel ieve to be the most important speech ever given
before the URANTIA Brotherhood. an address delivered before the very
f irst Triennial Delegate Assembly of the Brotherhood in Chicago on
August 20, 1964, URANTIA Brotherhood President, E. L. Christensen,
spoke these words. This speech, to assembled URANI/A Book students
attending the initial Triennial Delegate Assembly, states the fundamental
direct ion envisioned for the URANTIA Brotherhood: " l t  is our burden to
bring life on this planet up to a new level, which we can and will do
when we sincerely become imbued with the idea that we are ambassa-
dors of a heavenly kingdom just as surely as were the twelve apostles
who followed Jesus.
